Datin Patricia Lim Pui Huen is a distinguished scholar of S E Asian history, having spent most of her professional career with the Institute of South East Asian Studies in Singapore. She joined the Council of the Malaysian Branch, Royal Asiatic Society in 1981 and served as a Vice-President from 1995 until last year.  During this time, she took much interest in its publication activities.  Her most active involvement was in coordinating the publication of the major reprint on "Southeast Asia-China Interactions" and serving as Review Editor of JMBRAS for 25 years.
Among her numerous publications, the most recent are ‘Johor, 1855-1957 Local History, Local Landscapes’, a story told largely through old photographs and historical maps.  Her second recent publication is entitled ‘Through the Eyes of the King: The Travels of King Chulalongkorn to Malaya’.

Both books demonstrate how particular landmarks provide the connection to the past and how history is localised through man-made structures such as buildings, bridges and monuments or through natural features in the landscape. 

Datin Lim’s writings reflect her abiding interest in the theme of continuity and connectedness – between past and present, tradition and modernity, and between peoples and communities.
