“Disrupting Hegemonic Liberalism: Singapore in Question”

Abstract:

It is now taken for granted in political discourse, especially in Anglo-America, that liberalism-democracy-capitalism constitute a necessarily linked constellation of concepts that either described present national polities or the future of nations yet to democratize, except perhaps, those in East Asia.  East Asian nations seem to have stood in the way of the universalizing tendency of liberal democracy.  In this presentation, I will examine the various ways  Singapore’s political economic and ideological developments have discrupted liberalism’s desire to be  universal.
