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Joe Studwell has worked as a freelance writer and broadcaster throughout the world for nearly 20 years. His work has appeared in publications including The Economist, the Financial Times, the Asian Wall Street Journal, the Far Eastern Economic Review, the Observer Magazine and Asia Inc. as well as on television and radio.

Joe was based in Hong Kong from 1990 to 1993 and in Beijing from 1993 to 2000. In the 1990s he wrote numerous studies on China for the Economist Intelligence Unit (EIU). His first book was The China Dream: the Quest for the Greatest Untapped Market on Earth, a best-seller in Asia. The Financial Times remarked that the book “redefines the debate on the nature of the China market”. 

Of Joe’s new book -- Asian Godfathers: Money and Power in Hong Kong and South-East Asia – the FT said: “Joe Studwell should be named chief myth-buster for Asian business…his myth-busting is as merciless as it is enlightening.” The Asian Wall Street Journal named Asian Godfathers, published in 2007, one of the year’s ten best books on Asia.

From 1997 to 2007, Joe was editor-in-chief of the China Economic Quarterly (CEQ), the leading journal of the Chinese economy and foreign investment in China. He was also a founder and director of the Asian advisory firm Dragonomics (www.dragonomics.net). Currently, Joe is undertaking post-graduate research at Cambridge university in the UK and working on a new book about Asian development. He is also a visiting fellow at Bristol university.
